Greetings people of Elfsea and her friends!

We are well financially. As discussed at a previous Moot, the officers and others at the Business
meeting discussed the purchase of a new pavilion to replace the Blue and Gd. The B&G would be
temporarily retired. we hope to be able to have it reworked into a somewhat smaller tent that is a bit
more stable. The tent we decided on is a Panther Pavilions tent which would originally be 18x24 ft. We
want the seam engineering ogbn which strengthens the seams and the tent overall considerably. This
reduces the size of the tent a bit to make up for rolled and overlapped seams. We also chose to get blue
dags trimmed in gold. Exact pricing is to be determined, but it will be less tan the $2,500 approved at
Moot.

We expect to modify the existing sail (the large blue tent part that extends from the two ridge points to
about 10 ft in front of the tent) with its large Elfsea arms to fit with the new tent (and perhaps with the cut
down B&G). Much thought and discussion has gone into this decision and we believe the Barony will
benefit for many years. BTW, Panther warrants the tent.
