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Greetings to all good gentles in Efsea from Daire and Druinne.

Over the past few years, we have seen the price of fuel go from
about a dollar a gallon to over two, approach three and then more or
less stabilize somewhere between two and three dollars per gallon.
We all made adjustmentsa our travel, our budgets and our level of
participation. This last hike in gasoline prices has hit all of us
significantly and many of us find ourselves having to pick and choose
which events we want to attend, rather than making plans to travel more @f.

With that in mind, we need to examine our current event schedule for the Barony
and look for ways that we can better position our events in order to make them the event
of choice for the kingdom. One idea that has come forth is to move Defender togh
Spring, the second weekend in May. The benefit would be that we would no longer have
our PED right before a very popular melee event in the Central Region. This date is two
weeks before Warlord. The ramifications of this move would be that we would nonger
have Springfaire. We could then look at bringing back Baronial College and position it
late summer early fall. Should we decide to do this, we would have Defender as
scheduled this year and then again in May and annualize from there.

There was another option put forth to move it later in the fall, but that proved
fruitless, due to some weirdnesses on the kingdom calendar and other PEDs.

We would like to have a populace polling on this issue at Moot, later this month, so
please be thinking abouthow we can make our events more advantageously placed on
the kingdom calendar.

We have also had conversations on the mailing list about what makes events
successful and what is a good draw for people to go to events. We caution everyone to
remember that ve have people who event one to three times per year and one to three
times per month and each has differing needs and motivations for going to events. Our
lives all very different, with various other priorities, tugging at our time and resources.
There isno single solution and getting people to spend money to come to our events will
mean that we address the needs of a variety of people.

We look forward to Kings College in June and urge everyone to take advantage of
the classes being offered there. Steppesour good neighbor, is hosting the event so
please come out and support them and lend a hand. Druinne will be travelling down to
Ansteorran Heraldic and Scribal Symposium in late June. It is a great opportunity to
learn and not just for heralds and scribes - everyone is welcome.
