First, we are financially sound. All our reports are current. And, as is usually the case, 
òLife is Good in Elfseaó. 
 

 There have been rumors of the Kingdom being in a worsening financial position. It is 
true the Kingdom expense budget exceeds the Kingdom income budget by several 
thousand dollars. However, the Kingdom has sufficient reserves to handle this for a 
couple of years. The Kingdom Exchequer and other Kingdom officers are taking steps to 
reduce the shortfall. Please note the Kingdom has to budget for all the money we expect 
will be spent, but in most years the officers donõt spend all their budget or fund some of 
the costs from their own pockets. Also, the steps taken now will reduce the shortfall 
before we get to the end of the year. 
 

 I have not researched the ups and downs of all the accounts, but a few of the reasons for 
the Kingdomõs current state are known. For example, the Black Star costs more than the 
subsidy from the Board. The Kingdom has increased the cost per page for event ads to 
help with this. I would be glad to discuss this with anyone who wants to spend the time 
with me.
